Based in Whitnash, Dobson Lane Community allotments 
have a fantastic community spirit. Allotment holders

The Permaculture Garden 
Our volunteers continue to create new and interesting 
features in the garden.  At the moment, they are  
digging and preparing terraces, which once completed, 
will be home to a range of trees including hawthorn, 
apple, sea buckthorn, lingonberry, blackberry and rose. 
Once they have been planted, the ground around the 
trees will be mulched to protect them over the winter 
months.   
 
 

Our team of volunteers have also planted a range of
