A new 26 acre wood is to be planted in
Gibbet Hill, next to Tocil Wood. It is unique
because the public have been invited to take
part in planning.

The aim of the scheme is to create a varied

It is the second project in
the ‘Woods on your Doorstep’ scheme,
following a similar development at Kineton.
